We believe:
  

1) The Holy Bible (Old Testament – New Testament) is the only true and God inspired book.

(Galatians 5:22)

10) In the second coming of Jesus Christ, the resurrection of the dead and the final
judgement where those redeemed will inherit everlasting life and sinners, who have rejected the
gift of God in Jesus’ face will suffer eternal condemnation (Matthew 25:46)
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
